List of Documents to Be Provided
1. Application. The file with the application should be named as follows: Application_Smith (application, underscore, last name of the first author; file extension: *.doc or *.docx). The template for filling out the application is in Appendix 1.

2. The article should be submitted in MS Word format (extension *.doc or *.docx). The file name should contain an abbreviation of the name of the collection, year of release and the name of the first author, for example: EdCW2020_Ivanov. Requirements for articles are in Appendix 2.

3. The author’s agreement will be sent to the corresponding author by e-mail after the article is accepted by the conference program committee.

Appendix 2

Requirements for the Design and Writing of Articles
Dear authors!

Here is a guide for preparing articles for publication in the European Proceedings of Social & Behavioural Sciences (EpSBS) volume based on the materials of the International conference “Education in a Changing World: Global Challenges and National Priorities”. All articles are formatted according to a single template that meets the standard of scientific publications of Future Academy publishing company.
When working over an article, please pay attention to the following points:
1. The material presented must be original (at least 90%), not previously published, written in a scientific style using mainly up-to-date scientific literature, and contain novelty.

2. The structure of the article is strictly defined:
Abstract is a summary of the article, which shows its distinctive features and advantages (200-250 words in English);
Keywords listed with a comma (no more than 6 words / phrases in alphabetical order);
1. Introduction contains information on the issues the research is devoted to and its relevance (up to 15% of the total article);

2. Problem Statement is the disclosure of the problem and the degree of its development in the scientific research literature of national and international levels;
3. Research Questions are questions to be answered in the section Findings;
4. Purpose of the Study defines the research purpose;

5. Research Methods contain information on methods or techniques used to obtain the research results; 
6. Findings contain facts, specific research results and their interpretation in the context of the study (up to 20% of the total article);

7. Conclusion contains the main results of the study (up to 15% of the total article);

Acknowledgments express gratitude to the research participants, or indicate the financial support of the research by any fund or as part of a grant; this section is optional, at the discretion of the authors.
References must be done STRICTLY according to requirements of APA Citation Style and contain at least 10 sources (including at least 50% indexed in international databases). The listed sources MUST be referenced in the full text of the article. It can be either a general reference (author, year of publication) or citation (author, year of publication, page).
3. The article should clearly indicate relevance, scientific significance, research results and conclusions. 
4. The article is limited to 7 pages (no more than 25 thousand characters, no more than 3 authors). The title of the article should consist of a maximum of 8 words in English. 
5. The name, surname, affiliation of the authors is indicated in English (to avoid incorrect translation / transliteration by the editorial staff of the journal).
6. When indicating the authors of the article, the initials of the author’s name, middle name come first, and then come the last name. Then follow the letters (a, b, etc.), which indicate the affiliation of the authors. Affiliation is indicated as follows: organization, city, country, current contacts (e-mail, phone number). Check with your organization how it is properly called in English. The author may have several affiliations, in which case they should be indicated with a comma. The name of the corresponding author is marked with *. Please indicate actual contacts, since all the necessary information related to the preparation of the article for publication (comments, editorial changes, consent form for publication, etc., without which the article cannot be published), will be sent to the address of the corresponding author. 

7. Drawings and graphics are accepted only in high quality (at least 300 pixels). Make sure that the tables and figures are provided with relevant explanations and references to them in the text of the article. Tables and figures should not go beyond the text fields. Digits in the data should go through a point, for example, 20.5%. The name of the table is indicated above the table as Table 01, and the name of the diagram or figure below is indicated as Figure 01. 

8. Particular attention should be paid to the design of quotations, links and references. It is necessary to refer mainly to those publications that are indexed in international databases; the permissible amount of self-citation is not more than 2. Sources in the list of references are listed alphabetically. The text contains references to sources in parentheses indicating the name of the author and year of publication. The number of sources should be 10 or more in a ratio of 50:50 (indexed and non-indexed). 

9. In the list of references all authors are given in full, without abbreviations. Language sources in other languages than English are given in Latin letters (transliteration) and are accompanied by a translation into English in square brackets, or are accompanied by a note [for example, in Russian or in Kazakh]:

Soc i Klinich Psihiatrija [Social and clinical psychiatry], 5(2), 24–32.

9. Please note that articles should be in MS Word format. The file name should contain an abbreviation of the name of the collection, the year of issue and the name of the first author, for example: EdCW2020_Ivanov.
10. Before publishing the article, the corresponding author (speaking on behalf of all co-authors) signs a copyright agreement on the transfer of publication rights, which allows Future Academy to protect the intellectual property of authors from copying. It does not mean that authors lose their copyrights. Consent to publication is confirmed electronically.
11. The article should be written in good English. Make sure that there are no grammatical errors in the text and the words and terms used are adequately selected. The poor quality of English may cause a refusal to publish.
