Daily Routine by Vivien

My daily routine is a bit different now that I’'m working freelance, but
when | was working regularly at the newspaper, | would start the day by
getting up at about half past seven, have a shower, brush my teeth, put in
my contact lenses and try to listen to the radio at eight o’clock, because
they have fifteen minutes of news in English which was useful for my
work. If there were any news stories | was interested in, | would quickly
jot down the information and then follow it up at work. Then I would go to
work, and maybe get a cake or something on the way, if | hadn’t had time
for breakfast, or buy some fruit from a little stall on the street. Quite often
| walked to work, which only took about twenty minutes. It was a good
way to wake up, and I’d buy a newspaper on the way so I could read about
what was happening in this country, as it used to be my task to write about
the political comings and goings.

When | got to work, | was usually one of the first people there, which
was quite nice because it meant | could make a cup of tea - being English,
of course, I drink tea all the time. Next I’d read the paper, and then I’d
start working on certain tasks that I’d have to do every week for the
newspaper, like writing some short news briefs or going through the
papers to find any interesting, juicy stories. The things they liked were
murders, bank robberies and things like that.

Then | usually had a few interviews to do, and afterwards I'd write
them up on the computer, and at some point I’d go out for lunch. I liked to
just go out to the market and get some vegetables. | used to be a vegetarian
in England, but it’s not quite so easy here. Well, it’s not only that it’s not
easy, | actually quite liked meat, in Hungary | had an excuse, to try all of
the different types of meat produce. Still, I don’t eat meat every day and I
very rarely cook it, so | like to buy lots of vegetables. So, | would buy
peppers and tomatoes and some bread rolls and things, and then have a
cold lunch. In the afternoon, it would be more of the same, writing up, or
maybe working on some longer story or interview.
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Now that | work freelance, | tend to work at home a lot, or to go out
and do interviews and then come home and type them up. If | want to use a
computer, I go to a friend’s house. She doesn’t live very far away and I
have a key to her flat, so | can use her computer and her fax machine,
which is really useful as | can send off articles to newspapers . It’s difficult
calling newspapers in England, ‘cause you have to call them in the
mornings, and so it’s very expensive. Also, I find it quite difficult dealing
with people on the phone. If they don’t know who you are, they just hear a
name and a voice on the other end of the line and you have to be really
pushy to sell your story to them. So the business side of journalism is quite
difficult, and it’s not something that I particularly enjoy.

Vivien's Holidays

| went to stay with a Hungarian family for Christmas, with my flat
mate and her family, which was really nice, and they let me see a different
side to it. We had a little party on Christmas Eve and ate fried fish. We
didn’t have fish soup because no- one in that family likes it particularly.
We had a toast, and stood around and wished each other a Happy
Christmas and chinked our glasses together. Then we gave presents and we
put chocolates on the Christmas tree. They had two kinds of Christmas
cake. One was a kind of poppy seed cake, the other much lighter, with
walnuts and honey in a kind of twisted pastry. I can’t remember what it
was called, but anyway it was very nice.

Christmas at my parent’s house was quite a big event, | mean for the
children especially, and | remember when | was very small it was so
exciting. We would wake up at 6 o’clock or earlier on Christmas morning,
and immediately look at the bottom of the bed, where there would be a
pillow case, not a stocking (which was good because you can get more
presents into a pillow case) at the bottom of the bed, which supposedly
Father Christmas had brought. It was full of little presents and fruit and
nuts and all kinds of little things. Mine was always very exciting; | think
my mum had very original ideas. I don’t remember when we stopped
getting them, | suppose | was about fifteen or something, but in the years
up until then we used to get them, in some form. However, towards the
end they got smaller and smaller, so that in the end it was just a sock,
maybe with an orange and a walnut in it,

After that, there’s Christmas Day, the 25th, which is supposed to be
the big day, the big event. While the turkey was cooking in the morning,
everyone would open their presents, and then usually hang around in the
kitchen and annoy my mum who’d be trying to cook. We would have a
turkey with bacon on the top, which was really nice, and sausages, stuffing
- two kinds of stuffing, chestnut stuffing and a kind of sage and onion
stuffing - roast potatoes, sprouts, gravy, and bread sauce, which my cousin
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really liked. Afterwards, we’d have Christmas pudding, which is an
incredibly rich, very sweet, very heavy pudding made from all kinds of
dried fruit, like raisins and sultanas, with a lot of alcohol in it. You pour
brandy ever the top and set fire to it, so it comes into the room alight, on
fire, and then you eat it with brandy butter, which is made of butter, sugar
and brandy, | think, all mixed up. We also had mince pies, which are small
dried fruit-filled pies. So it’s an incredibly heavy meal. Everyone eats that
for about an hour, and then we have to watch the Queen’s speech, which I
think is at two o’clock, and a kind of tradition. My father insists that we all
have to sit down and watch the Queen as she speaks for five or ten minutes
about the year that’s gone by, and then, usually, everyone just carries on
watching television all afternoon.

They are often called collectively
Oxbridge to denote an elitarian education. Only very rich and
aristocratic families can afford to send their sons and daughters to
these universities.
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2. A person studying for a degree at a British University is called an
undergraduate, one who has taken a degree is called a graduate. The
normal length of the first degree course is three years, after which the
students take the Degree of Bachelor of Arts (BA) or Bachelor of
Science (BSc). Some courses such as languages or medicine may be
one or two years longer. M.A. or M.Sc. denotes Master of Arts or
Science, higher degree, usually confer after a year of postgraduate
study. Oxford and Cambridge cling to their traditions such as the use
of Latin at Degree ceremonies, their special academic dress is worn at
the examinations.

3. Oxford and Cambridge universities consist of number of colleges.
Each college has its own name, its coat of arms. Each college is
governed by a Master. Each college often teaching in a wide range of
subjects. Within a college one will find a chapel, a dining hall, a
library, rooms for undergraduates, fellows and the Master and also
rooms for teaching purposes.

4. Oxford is one of the oldest universities in Europe, dated back to 1213.
There are 24 colleges for men, five for women and another five both
for men and women members.

The underlying principle of the American system of
education is to educate people in such a way that everyone has the
opportunity to develop his greatest potential. The American system
tends to focus on teaching man and society to get along in the
community.

Here it should be said that
Americans value education largely as a means of reaching a higher
standard of living. The belief is widespread in the US that the more
schooling a person has, the more money he will earn on college
graduation. Generally speaking, the expectation is that degrees in fields
such as business and engineering will result in higher paying careers.
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3. Equality of opportunities is an important aspect of the American
system of education. However, the goal of equal opportunity in
education remains an ideal rather than reality. Furthermore, the very
structure of education itself, which contains both public and private
schools, may not encourage equality of opportunity. Tuition fees in
private schools are relatively high so they educate primarily upper-
class children. However, these private schools are few in number and
they do not by any means displace the public schools which are truly
the central educational institutions in the United States.

4. There is still another factor which supports the idea of equal
opportunity — competition in getting jobs or entering the best
universities is held on a relatively equal basis irrespective of the type
of the school, private or public, one has attended. Furthermore, a lot
depends on the personal qualities of the individual school graduate.
Some believe that private institutions of higher learning have higher
graduation standards but this is debatable.

1. A distinctive feature of an American University is its two levels. The
first level is Undergraduate School of four years duration. Here the
work of undergraduate students during the first two years usually
consists of broadly based studies in humanities, social sciences,
applied and natural sciences. The first two years at Undergraduate
School are aimed at providing general education and preparing for
more special studies. The last two years are devoted almost entirely to
the major discipline.

2. If all goes well, this undergraduate education culminates in a
Bachelor’s degree. It’s usually known as the first degree and may be a
terminal qualification. But it is often considered as a background for
further specialization, a step toward higher (or advanced) degree.

3. The advanced degrees (the Master’s degree and the Doctor of
Philosophy) can be obtained in Graduate School, which is the second
level of university education. There are two levels of graduate school:
the lower for obtaining the Master’s degree and the upper level for the
doctorate, which is a research degree. A graduate student works for
two or three years, during which time he takes courses, passes exams,
does some laboratory research under a competent professor, and on
submitting a thesis is awarded a Master’s degree, though a thesis is not
always required.

4. A Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) degree is basically a research degree
awarded in recognition of achievement in research. If the graduate
student is accepted into the PhD program, after obtaining a Master’s
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degree, he takes two or three years of advanced courses in his field of
interest. During this time he passes exams and does research preparing
for his thesis. His research usually culminates in a written dissertation
which must demonstrate that the doctoral student has talent and ability
for independent research. He comes before a panel of experts in his
field and defends his thesis. These are professors from his university or
sometimes other universities who question the candidate and finally
decide whether he deserves the degree.
