THROUGH THE EDITOR’S EYES:
to all those involved in the publication

In the first issue of the year of “Memoirs of NovSU” online scientific journal, we are
going to summarize the results of our editorial board’s work for 2023 and formulate
plans/tasks for 2024.

First of all, we would like to congratulate all those involved in the publication (founders,
editorial board, authors, reviewers, readers) on assigning our journal to the second category
(K2) of the List of Peer-reviewed Scientific publications in accordance with the
Recommendation of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Russian Federation No. 3-
pl/1 dated 12/21/2023 “On categorizing the list of peer-reviewed scientific publications in
which the main scientific results of dissertations for the degree of Candidate of Sciences, for
the degree of Doctor of Sciences should be published.” This was the result of evaluating
scientific journals using a two-component methodology: scientometric indicators
(quantitative assessment) and expert opinions (qualitative assessment) were evaluated; the
quality of scientific articles, their uniqueness, credibility, indicators of authors and
reviewers, as well as organizations that represent all these participants in the publishing
process. The result of the examination was the distribution of journals into three categories
in the ratio K1 — 25%, K2 — 50%, K3 — 25%.

Therefore, in 2023, we fulfilled the priority tasks — thanks to effective work with our
authors, reviewers and editors, we provided the journal with a higher K2 level in the all-
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Russian rating of scientific publications (according to the methodology of the Higher
Attestation Commission of the Russian Federation) and expanded the “geography” of the
journal’s authors. Today, the journal publishes authors from Moscow, St. Petersburg,
Kaliningrad, Nizhny Novgorod, Saratov, Pskov, Cherepovets, Petrozavodsk, Syktyvkar,
Tambov, Omsk, Sevastopol as well as researchers from China.

We note that our journal is thematically diverse: it publishes articles in the scientific
fields of “Philological Sciences” (including “Media Communications and Journalism”) and
“Historical Sciences”. Archaeological findings as evidence of previous eras, media
technological trends as forecasting the communication of the future, understanding our
recent Soviet past and the speech present were reflected in the issues of the journal and
invite for scientific discussions today.

Working to improve the quality of the materials being published, we thank the authors
who strive to improve their texts with us. In 2023, six issues of the journal were published,
two of which were thematic.

A heartfelt thank you to all the reviewers who, being experts of the highest
qualification and incredibly busy people, responded to the requests of the editorial board
and helped to assess the submitted materials.
